| Open Educational Resources (OER) are educational materials of all kinds (e.g. e-books,
videos, worksheets), which are of increasing relevance, especially in the university context.

| Educational resources are characterised by the fact that they are freely accessible and are
under a free licence. Licenses indicate the use and further distribution of an educational
material.

[ For example, they can be (re)used, modified, republished under a different license.

[ | OER helps making teaching visible (like research).
Re-use of qualitative OER (fragments) saves time and continually improved resources.
